Our very busy term will comprise literacy, history, science, geography and art work based around the creative curriculum and these key topics;
English:
Lent 1 –writing based around the book Beegu. Instructions.
Lent 2 – Poems and poetry. Non chronological reports
World Book Day – celebrated on Thursday 6th March 2025.More details to follow. 
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We follow White Rose maths. Here are the term’s objectives for developing mathematical understanding. You can help your child with the following:
Addition and subtraction to 20, Number and place value to 100, Counting forwards and backwards to 100 in ones, twos, fives, tens. Multiplication and division using 2, 5 and 10, Measurement of mass using scales. 
Reading:

Word decoding, blending and high frequency word recognition are all important aspects of reading but just as important is developing comprehension (understanding what they have read). Please spend quality time chatting to your child about a book’s storyline, characters, plot and outcome if reading a story or the contents of the information book if reading a non- fiction book. Ask your child what they learned from their book if reading non- fiction. Reading regularly aloud to an adult improves your child’s phonic understanding, decoding and blending new words, fluency, comprehension and reading confidence. Please sign their reading record so we know who is reading regularly and if books need changing.

Please encourage re-reading these, as many children benefit from discussing stories as it clarifies understanding of the text. Reading books are required in class daily, preferably in a reading folder, so they are available for daily reading sessions.

Homework:

Reading – Daily reading, listening to, guiding and talking about the books read. Use books sent home, visit your local library and the ebooks set on Collins. All home reading is great!
