Welcome to Year One! This Autumn, our very busy terms will comprise English, Maths, Phonics, History/Geography, Science, PE, ICT, Music and Art and Design Technology based around the creative curriculum and these key topics;
English

Advent 1– Fiction –  Funny Bones and poems/poetry
Advent 2- Fiction - Traditional Tales Non Fiction Caring for the planet
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Here are the term’s objectives for developing mathematical understanding. We plan and teach from the National Curriculum using White Rose;
Number and place value to 20, sorting, ordering, adding one more or one less to 10, finding all the bonds of numbers between 0 and 9. Addition and subtraction to 10 using bonds. Solve problems involving addition and subtraction using objects, pictorial representations and missing numbers.  Name and use properties of 2D and 3D shape. 
Practice of number formation is essential at home.
Phonics:
Sacred Heart uses a Phonics programme called Little Wandle Letters and Sounds. Their website has plenty of resources to help you support your child to learn phonics. Phonics is a key way in which we teach children to sound out and blend to read and segment to spell a word. A phoneme is a unit of sound made by one, two or three or more letters e.g. the letter a  (1 letter) can make the a sound, ai (2 letters)  making ay sound, air (3 letters) making air sound as in fair. Support your children by learning how to say sounds correctly using the Little Wandle parent area of their website; https://www.littlewandlelettersandsounds.org.uk/resources/for-parents/.

Reading:
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Changing books - Children will have their books changed every week on Wednesday. Please return books on a Monday ready for changing.

Please encourage re-reading allocated books during the week, as many children benefit from discussing stories as it clarifies understanding of the text. Reading books are required in class daily, in a school reading folder so they are available for reading sessions. The children have a structured Little Wandle  guided reading session 3 times per week but from time to time, we have to swap the day so it is important the reading folder is in school every day.
Library
We have a class library. The children will be given the opportunity to read independently every day in our library.

Science
Our Science work is around Seasonal Changes from Autumn to Winter and also Human Bodies and Senses. There will be a tasting activity for Senses, I am aware of some allergies and we will be mindful of these but please update the office of any changes.
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 P.E. lessons are on a Tuesday and Wednesday this term. Please continue to come dressed in PE kits. Outdoor (warm tracksuit bottoms, sweatshirt and trainers) and indoor kit (white tee-shirt, black/blue shorts, plimsolls) underneath as we are weather dependent. No jewellery to be worn. If your child wears earrings, please remove them before school as they present a safety risk if the earlobe is accidently hit. 
Homework:
Phonics –Key sounds and associated words to support the children’s daily teaching of phonics. Practice at home will really support reading development into writing. Use https://www.littlewandlelettersandsounds.org.uk/resources/for-parents/ to help support your child with phonics.

Collins e books- I will set reading on Collins, this enables children to enjoy reading via a tablet or computer format.  Log in cards to follow in reading diaries.
Timestables Rock Stars – I will set multiples of two, fives and tens activities over the year, this enables children to strengthen their number understanding of multiples which speeds up calculation, via a tablet or computer format. Log in cards to follow in reading diaries.
My teaching days are Monday – Thursday, Mrs Bell teaches on a Friday. We are supported in class by Miss Fulford. If you wish to send a note via the reading record book please make sure you tell your child to show the note to either of us, alternatively use the Arbor messaging system, much appreciated.We thank you for your support and look forward to successful first term!
